Chapter Ride to Auburn, IN ...Blue skies, cirrus clouds in abundance, sun shinning brightly, temperature around 57° 
and a promise of gett ing up to the low 80’s by the mid-afternoon. You couldn’t have asked for a more perfect day for a 
ride. 
 

We had 12 bikes and 15 people that geared up around 9:00 am at the Harley-Davidson of Indpls dealership.  We had two 
new members join the group, Steve Phillips and Trey Cannon and when I say new, I mean new, they just bought their 
bikes 2-weeks prior.  Welcome to the club and I am sure you will enjoy all the rides.  Before we left, Charlie Burke di-
rected a short meeting lett ing all of us know the route we would be taking up to Auburn.  He said that the manager at the 
ProTeam Corvette showroom was going to allow us to park inside out of the sun and that after we looked around at all 
the corvettes, we could go next door to the Kruse Museum.  We took the most direct route, which was east on 96th Street 
to I-69 due north. 
 

The countryside showed signs of growth from the most needed rain we had a few weeks ago, and the corn and soy bean 
fields were looking good.  The trees had a nice deep green color to them and the hill sides that we do have looked great. 
We stopped at a rest stop at mile marker 90 to stretch our legs for a few minutes, then got back on the road.  It  was a lit-
t le chilly at first, but with the sun shinning it felt good to be on a bike.  Traffic around Fort Wayne wasn’t nearly as bad 
as it  could have been, but then it  was Sunday morning and a lot of the people were probably still in church. 
 

We got off the interstate at exit 126 a litt le after 11 am, rode around the north end of the building where Nathan Sheets 
met us and opened the overhead door to the showroom and allowed us to drive in and park.  He asked that we not park in 
front of any of the cars because he has a Corvette Club coming up that would be milling around and he didn’t want to 
have any damages to any of our bikes nor any of the cars. 
 

Nathan explained that most of the cars on the showroom floor came from Ohio.  We could open doors and sit in any of 
the cars that were in the open, but if we wanted to sit in any of the cars that were in the row, we were to ask for his assis-
tance.  As Nathan put it , if he opened a car door and it  nicked the car next to it , he would take the blame, if we did that 
well, you can guess where that would go.  He said that if we would like to purchase one of the cars he would be glad to 
take your bike as a down payment. 
 

There were two 1954 Corvettes in great condit ion.  You name the year and there was probably a car or two on display on 
the showroom floor.  Prices ranged from $60,000 to $200,000.  The amazing thing was that a couple of the cars had the 
original window tag on them. Would you believe that in 1965 you could have bought a Corvette for $6,175.59, and that 
car today had a price tag of $112,000+. 
 

The Corvette Club arrived and one of the gentlemen in the club said he owned 3 Corvettes and 2 Harley’s.  Some of 
them were there to look for a trade and others were looking to purchase.  Our group walked to the Kruse Automotive and 
Carriage Museum.  Now for a litt le history: Kruse Automotive and Carriage Museum has a Rotunda of 20,000 square 
feet that can be rented out for part ies, meetings, weddings, etc. The Automotive Museum is 42,000 square feet, Kruse 
Hall is 29,000 square feet and there is 5 acres of grass show grounds.  All of the cars, car-
riages, clothes, books, magazines, tv’s, radio’s and everything is owned by Dean V. Kruse.  
All of the museum pieces were stored in Europe until after September 11th.  We spent about 
1 1/2 hours at the museum looking at WWII stuff  with plaques along the way that told about 
the vehicles and the year they were built .  There were also miscellaneous cars and carriages from paddy and dog catcher 
wagons to hearses, big and small stage coaches, US mail wagons, old fire engines, a Batman car, “Kitt” the car driven by 
David Hasselhoff, the “General Lee” from the Dukes of Hazard as well as trikes, which included a popcorn bike, peanut 
bike and a pinball machine bike, NASCAR cars and several Indy cars.   

 

We went back to the Corvette showroom where Nathan had some door prizes to give 
out...however, the catch was that you had to answer questions about Harley-Davidson.  The prizes 
were $5 gift  cert ificates to Checkers Bar & Grill where we ate lunch.  Charlie asked Nathan to 
pick a number between 1 and 15 and that lucky person also won a gift  cert ificate to Checkers.  We 
thanked Nathan for his hospitality and headed out to Checkers.  Nathan said that if we were to get 

the wings, make sure you ask them to double dip them...according to his wife, they are fantastic. Good ride, good day, 
good food and great company...thanks Charlie for sett ing up the ride and Ed & Carolyn for keeping us together! 
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This year will definitely go down in the books as the best of weather for the Catfish Caper.  This year, the en-
tire weekend was devoid of the draining heat that usually accompanies the ride; the cool temperatures made for 
great riding.  Even the short rain on Sunday afternoon did little to dampen the spirits and determination of the 
group.  
 

Overall, I would say that the ride this year was one of the best we have done and not just because of the 
weather.  Everyone seemed to be in a good mood and enjoying themselves and based on the feedback that I 
received it was a good ride.  We left the dealership that Saturday morning with over 75 people and 50 bikes 
split between two groups.
